This half term our maths focuses will include
comparing lengths, composing numbers 6-8 and odd and even numbers.

This half term we would like the
children to transform themselves into an
alien or astronaut. These will be displayed in
our classrooms. We would also like the
children to practise the different sounds we
have learnt over the course of the half term.
